FERRY STUDY AWARDED

	The provincial government announced on September 13, 2023, that a contract has been awarded to the consulting firm 21 FSP to complete a broad economic impact study on the ferry service between Nova Scotia and Maine.
	The study will collect data over two sailing seasons to help account for potential fluctuations in passenger numbers.  The ferry service resumed last year after not operating in 2021 or 2020 because of the COVID-19 pandemic.  The contract with 21 FSP is valued at $180,000, and a final report is expected in fall 2024.  The current contract for the ferry service, with Bay Ferries Ltd, ends after the 2025 sailing season.
	Other news reports indicate concern has been expressed by Zack Churchill, Leader of the Opposition and Yarmouth MLA , relating to the award of the contract to a company that nobody has heard about.  21 FSP was formed in July, and is co-founded by former Conservative Deputy Minister Ron L’Esperance.  Mr. Churchill said he thinks the study is about politics, and not what’s best for taxpayers.
	The ferry service between Yarmouth and Bar Harbour received $17.6 million from the province to support the 2022 sailing season.  There were 36,151 passengers and 14,972 vehicles transported in 2022.  The ferry made 113 round trips, while 12 round trips were cancelled due to inclement weather during that same year.

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[bookmark: _Hlk146375833]PROTECTED AREAS STRATEGY

	The provincial government announced on August 23, 2023, that public input is being requested relating to the province’s protected areas strategy.  The government’s objective is to protect 20 percent of the province’s land and water by 2030.
	An online public consultation started August 23, at http://ns20by2030.ca. The input will be used to develop the Nova Scotia Collaborative Protected Area Strategy, which will outline how the province will achieve its 2030 land and water conservation goal and identify the next steps.  
	The deadline for public comments is October 6, 2023.  The Environmental Goals and Climate Change Reduction Act requires the strategy to be developed by the end of 2023.
	Currently, about 13.2 percent of Nova Scotia’s land is protected.  The province’s climate change plan – Our Climate, Our Future:  Nova Scotia’s Climate Change Plan for Clean Growth – has five actions to protect and restore natural areas and ecosystems so they can help minimize climate impacts. Nova Scotia’s protected areas conserve the province’s biodiversity, unique habits, coastlines, and natural landscapes and features, while providing places for people to connect with nature, and play an essential role in fighting climate change.

SENIORS CARE GRANT APPLICATIONS

As of September 1, 2023, seniors were able to apply to the annual Seniors Care Grant program, which helps with
expenses that allow them to stay in their homes longer and improve their quality of live.
	The grant has been increased to $750 and now includes home heating as an eligible service.  To qualify, Nova Scotians

[bookmark: _Hlk146376649]must be 65 years or older by March 31, 2024, live in a home they own or rent, and have an annual household income of $37,500 or less.

	  The grant helps seniors cover the costs of a range of healthcare and household services, including physiotherapy, medication and grocery delivery, phone services and home repairs.  The grant may also be used for home heating costs, such as furnace oil, natural gas and electricity.  More information about the grant, including how to apply, who is eligible and eligible services is available:

Another change this year is direct deposit for seniors who are signed up for direct deposit with the Canada Revenue Agency.  All other eligible applicants will continue to receive their payment by cheque.
Seniors who previously opted in to receive the seniors care grant when applying for the property tax rebate for seniors will need to submit a separate application for the grant beginning this year.
People who received a seniors care grant between December 1, 2021, and May 31, 2023 are eligible to apply for a new grant.  Applicants must keep receipts for work or services provided.  More than 37,000 seniors received a seniors care grant last year.  The government is investing up to $30.5 million in the seniors care grant this year.  Applications close on March 31, 2024.

EMERGENCY SUPPORT SERVICES

On September 19, 2023, the provincial government announced plans to provide support for first responders.  The Premier indicated that plans are in the works to cover the cost of mileage for volunteer firefighters and ground search and rescue crews who leave their home communities to respond to an emergency.
This announcement was made in addition to grants totalling nearly $1.5 million through the province’s Emergency Services Provider Fund, which is available to fire departments, ground search and rescue organizations and hazardous materials teams.  This particular program provides up to 75 percent of eligible costs, up to a maximum of $20,000 per organization every three years.
According to the provincial government’s news release, equipment funded through this program include rescue, water supply and personal protective equipment.  According to the list of grants awarded for 2023/2024, the Kemptville District Volunteer Fire Department was awarded $9,636.

MULTI-PURPOSE FACILITY INVESTIGATION – UPDATE

	Although not visible to most Kemptville residents, progress into the investigation of a multi-purpose facility
10
[bookmark: _Hlk146376833](MPF) for our community continues behind the scene by members of the Kemptville Bicentennial Society (KBS) MPF Exploratory Committee.
	During the summer months, several members of the MPF Exploratory Committee visited other communities to view and discuss their community facilities – be it a stand alone building or attached to a fire hall.  Facilities visited to date include the South Ohio Community Centre; Valley and District Fire Hall (Deerfield); Wedgeport Fire Hall; and, Lakes and District Fire Hall (Lake George).  Discussions with individuals operating these facilities have proven most useful as they willingly share their experiences and advice.  
	Discussions with government entities/organizations relating to funding for the construction portion of a MPF continues.  In addition to dealing with some of the same Departments that provided grants for our Kemptville 200 celebrations, there are other programs to investigate relating to a multi-purpose facility.  One example is green energy.  Should green energy grants remain available, on-going heating and cooling costs should be minimal through such means as a geothermal or other similar “green” systems.  Based on the anticipated usage of our proposed facility, there are funding streams available from both the provincial and federal governments.  This includes funding relating to recreation, comfort centre, child care, and seniors’ drop-in centre, etc.
	A joint meeting with representatives from both the Municipality of Argyle and Municipality of Yarmouth was held in late August.  The Exploratory Committee made both municipalities aware of our investigation into a multi-purpose facility and potential funding methods were discussed.
	Fundraising initiatives are also being investigated by the
 MPF Exploratory Committee based on information gathered 
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[bookmark: _Hlk146376856]during our discussions with other local communities relating to their facilities.  Fundraising will be an important aspect for both the construction and on-going maintenance phases of our facility.
Several Kemptville residents have been contacted by the MPF Nominating Sub-Committee based on their survey feedback, to determine interest in assisting with the detailed research relating to the design, location, costs, and funding sources for this proposed facility.  Once sub-committees are established, more targeted and detailed research will begin.
	It is exciting to see what other communities have accomplished when residents work together toward a common objective!  There is no reason Kemptville cannot be as successful!!

DIAGNOSTIC IMAGING APPOINTMENT NO SHOWS

	Last year, Nova Scotians missed or cancelled more than 22,000 diagnostic imaging appointments.  Half of those appointments were vacated too late for someone else to use the time slot.
	The provincial government is hoping to reduce those wasted appointments by half, thanks to a new toll-free telephone line at 1-844-473-2665 (1-844-I-REBOOK).  The government has also launched a corresponding social media campaign to advertise the new service.
	Many of the cancellations/no shows resulted from 
doctors making multiple bookings for the same procedure

[bookmark: _Hlk146376899]and patients not knowing how to cancel or rebook a procedure when those appointments conflicted with work or family obligations, or something came up unexpectedly.  A similar campaign in New Brunswick resulted in no-shows being reduced by half following a public information campaign.
	The following diagnostic imaging appointments can be rescheduled through the toll-free number:
· bone density scans;
· CT scans;
· MRIs;
· nuclear medicine tests;
· PET scans;
· ultrasounds; and
· X-rays.

CanAge VACCINE REPORT CARD

	Canada’s national seniors advocacy organization, CanAge, recently released its third annual Vaccine Report Card for 2022-2023.  Overall, Canada received an “F” rating, with no province scoring higher than D.  Nova Scotia is one of the provinces that received a D.

	There are three key vaccines which are considered critical to adult health, particularly for seniors, with a fourth likely on the way.  These include vaccines for the flu, shingles, and pneumonia, with the fourth being Respiratory Syncytial Virus (RSV).  A CanAge spokesperson indicated that vaccine programs only work if they are funded, easily accessible and supported with solid information by trusted sources.  Currently,

[bookmark: _Hlk146376808]Canada lags behind other countries within the Organization for Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD).
	One of the positive steps taken in the past year includes
the announcement by Nova Scotia that it will now publicly
fund the NACI (National Advisory Committee on Immunization) recommended quadrivalent high-dose flu vaccine for the province’s 225,000 seniors, who make up more than 22 percent of the overall population.
	No province or territory in Canada covers costs for the shingles vaccine for all people 50 and over.  Only Ontario, PEI, Yukon and now Quebec have any level of coverage for this vaccine, which costs hundreds of dollars.  Opioids are often prescribed to manage the pain associated with shingles as there is no cure.
	The CanAge spokesperson went on to say that public funding for the highly effective (94%+) shingles vaccine needs to be given immediate priority by governments.  Shingles is hugely painful and debilitating, and treating it requires significant acute care costs which could be almost completely avoided through vaccination.
	The CanAge annual report also highlights the importance of the pneumonia vaccine and the strong recommendation by NACI for the new PCV-20 (available under the brand Prevnar 20).  PVC-20 covers more variants of the bacteria causing pneumonia.  CanAge states the best-in-class pneumonia vaccinations are critical for vulnerable seniors, or any adult living in a long-term or congregate care setting.  A wave of infectious pneumonia spreading through vulnerable populations is deadly.  Many of those deaths can be prevented by the new pneumonia vaccine.
	The CanAge Vaccine Report Card also reflects the quality of life and health security for seniors.  As stated by

[bookmark: _Hlk146376784]their spokesperson, increased vaccinations equate to increased well-being and reduced health care costs throughout Canada. 

OMICRON SUBVARIANTS EG.5 AND BA.2.86

As with every fall since 2020, COVID-19 infection and hospitalization numbers have begun to rise across Canada.  In a recent briefing, Canada’s Chief Public Health Officer, Dr. Theresa Tam, indicated that one reason for this uptick is due to new Omicron subvariants.
	On September 12, Health Canada approved a new COVID-19 vaccine formulation from Moderna that targets the Omicron subvariant XBB.1.5.  That strain was first detected in the United States (US) in October, 2022, and a month later in Canada.  The XBB.1.5 subvariant has given rise to EG.5.
	EG.5 and another new subvariant, BA.2.86, have recently become a key part of conversations about how this fall’s anticipate spike in COVID-19 cases will play out.  
	EG.5 is a subvariant of XBB.1.5, first detected in February according to the World Health Organization (WHO).  EG.5 is now estimated to be the dominant strain in Canada, accounting for approximately 34 percent of sequenced COVID-19 infections.
	The BA.2.86 Omicron subvariant was first detected in Denmark and Israel in mid-August, and had appeared in the US by August 23.  Canada has detected 11 cases of this variant as of September 12, 2023.
	In an initial risk evaluation of EG.5, the WHO indicated the strain presents a low overall level of risk, with moderate transmissibility, moderate vaccine resistance and low symptom severity.  Dr. Tam made the same assessment during the Health

	BA.2.86 has not been circulating for as long, so there isn’t as much data available to give clues as to its severity and transmissibility.  However, data coming out of the United Kingdom indicates this subvariant to be less able to infect cells, but needs to be monitored closely.
	The most common symptoms of these subvariants, as with other strains of COVID-19, include runny nose, sneezing, sore throat and headache.  Other less common symptoms include persistent cough, joint pain, chills, fever, dizziness, muscle pain, gastrointestinal symptoms and new loss, or altered sense of smell.
	In an August risk evaluation, the WHO indicated laboratory tests showed the EG.5 variant could be somewhat vaccine resistant, with the ability to “escape or decrease” the effects of antibodies in COVID-19 vaccines.  However, while offering details about Moderna’s Spikevax XBB.1.5 vaccine, Dr Tam stated the updated vaccine is expected to work as well with the two subvariants as it does with XBB.1.5.  Tam recommended that anyone who has not been infected with COVID-19 or received a COVID-19 vaccination in the past six months should get vaccinated with the most up-to-date version of a COVID-19 vaccine as soon as they can.
	Health Canada is also reviewing submissions from Pfizer-BioNTech and Novavax seeking authorization for their respective XBB.1.5 COVID-19 vaccines.  Nova Scotia has yet to announce the availability of the latest COVID-19 vaccine following a summer recess that started June 30 for everyone  except those aged five and older who have not received their first booster dose.

THINK TWICE BEFORE YOU SEND!

	To support National Community Safety and Crime Prevention Month that occurs in November, the following article, published in November 2022 by the Canada Safety Council, provides advice relating to fraud and the Internet.

	The COVID-19 pandemic has pushed and continues to push many of our day-to-day interactions online.  For those familiar and proficient with technology, this presented a mild learning curve, at best.  But for those less familiar with the tools, it came along with risk.
	National Senior Safety Week and the Canada Safety Council is calling attention to the disproportionate rate of seniors being targeted in online scams.
	“It is unconscionable to think of anyone taking

[bookmark: _Hlk146375717]advantage of seniors at any time,” said Gareth Jones, President and CEO of the Canada Safety Council.  “In today’s world the internet and e-communications can be important tools for seniors and we all play a role in supporting this vulnerable segment of society with education and appropriate security measures such that they are not taken advantage of on-line.  
	In 2022, through the end of July, the Canadian Anti-Fraud Centre received reports of 674 cases, 273 victims and a staggering $2.7 million in monetary losses.  Comparatively, the full 2021 calendar year saw 379 cases, 115 victims, and $1.7 million in losses.
	“There’s been a great uptick in the last two years of seniors being more willing to use email and social media,” said Bill VanGorder, vice-chair of the Canadian Association of Retired Persons (CARP), in an interview with the King’s University student-run publication, The Signal.  “They tend to be more easily attracted and caught by those scams.”
	The following are some useful safety tips to help you identify common scams and prevent yourself from becoming a victim:

· Never share personal information over the phone or e-mail.  This includes social insurance numbers, health card numbers, passwords and personal identification numbers.  The phone and email are unsecured connections and you can’t be sure the person on the receiving end is who they say they are.
· Share no information on cold calls.  If someone calls you and begins asking for information, inform them that you would be more comfortable hanging up and calling back.  Always use a public-facing phone number to call back – do not simply dial the number that appeared on your caller ID or a number given to you by the caller.

· [bookmark: _Hlk146375077]Do not open emails, attachments or messages from people you don’t know.  They may be intentionally  exposing you to a virus or a program that will log your activity.  If you don’t know and trust the sender, simply delete the message.
· Do not be intimidated.  Many scammers use this method, where they will attempt to intimidate and bully you into paying them or giving them information.  It is designed to catch you off-guard and to make you assume you did something wrong.  Your focus should be on what is being said, not how it is being said.  This tactic is also typically used in cold calls and should be paired with the advice above.
If you fear you may have been victimized by a scam,
you should report the incident with your local police or log it through the Canadian Anti-Fraud Centres at antifraudcentre-centreantifraude.ca.  Reports may be made online at this website or by telephone 1-888-495-8501.

Lloyd Ring was employed at many jobs throughout his life, including owning and operating Birchdale – at the time a widely known hunting and fishing resort.
	It is assumed this article was initially published in THE VANGUARD, the weekly local newspaper that was rebranded as THE TRI-COUNTY VANGUARD when it merged with the Digby Courier and Shelburne Coast Guard in 2016.
	Efforts were made to locate a clearer picture of Lloyd

90-YEAR-OLD LLOYD RING
HAS HAD VARIED CAREER


	One of the “youngest” 90-year-olds that it has been our pleasure to interview is Lloyd E. Ring, whose varied career is better known as the manager and operator of the Birchdale Camps in Yarmouth County.
	Now a guest at Villa St. Joseph, Dayton, Mr. Ring was born in Kemptville, Yarmouth County, the son of the late Mr. and Mrs. Albert Ring.  In the course of his working career he has rubbed shoulders with lumberjacks and millionaires and enjoyed every minute of it.

Lloyd E. Ring  . . . . from camp  cook to resort owner.

	He attended school in his home village, and was taking his grade 10 when he left school.
21
	Actually, his schooling terminated when his father requested him to become the cook in his lumber camp.  Lloyd’s protests that he did not know anything about cooking only brought the advice that “your mother’s got plenty of recipes.”  So Lloyd Ring became a cook, for which he was paid $15 a month.  But that was only “on paper” as the $15 was kept for his board and clothes.  Anyway, he had a wonderful winter, and that was the start of a woodman’s career which was to stand him in good stead in the years to follow.
	From then on he graduated to the ranks of the lumberjacks, and as such took part in the log drives when as many as 200 men were involved driving the winter’s cut to the mills on the Tusket River.

	At 21 he went to the United States to “make his fortune”.  For three successive summers he worked at a summer resort in Magnolia, Mass., at $15 a week.  Back home for the winter, he married Frances Roberts of Kemptville, and as his bride was against his being away from home every summer, he returned to cooking, first at $1 a day and later in charge of half a dozen men, feeding 100 woodsmen every meal.  By then he was making $4 a day.

	Mr. Ring’s association with Birchdale Camps began when he started working as a cook and guide for the originator, the late Omar Roberts.  The camp was later purchased by G. Harry Allen, General Manager of Cosmos Mills, Yarmouth, and one of the county’s top sportsmen. YARMOUTH — One of the
“youngest” 90-year-olds that it
has been our pleasure to in-
terview is Lloyd E. Ring,
whose varied career is better
known as manager and
operator of the Birchdale
Camps in Yarmouth County.
